Japan-Finland Joint Symposium on Optics in Engineering
(OIE2019) held on August 26-30, 2019 at two locations:

The aim of the symposium series
is to provide a timely forum to share information on latest
and innovative works on new photonics, technologies and
device applications, and to promote the interaction between
Finnish and Japanese scientists who are working in the fields
of pure and applied optics and photonics.

The next 14th OIE (OIE’21) will be held in Hamamatsu,
Japan. We hope that Finnish and Japanese researchers will
meet and have valuable scientific discussions at the OIE
symposium continuously.
